natural wood, other natural materials or wood grained embossed vinyl.

Trellis

Three appropriately sized pots with live plants are permitted on the trellis. Pot color must be compatible with 

the home’s main body and trellis colors.

The timeline for completion of work is within 90 calendar days from the start of work and must be completed 

before the one-year approved application period expires.

The trellis design is compatible with the architectural character of the home and the community.

Trellis will be no more than eight feet (8’-0”) wide and seven feet (7’-0”) high. Trellis at a common wall or 

fences may not exceed the height of the wall or fence.

Trellis will be installed at least six inches (6”) from the home or property line and be a minimum of eighteen 

inches (18”) in the ground.

Trellis will be installed plumb and level.

Trellis color will be compatible with the home’s main body color.
